There are over 300 study seats in the Newton Park
Library both bookable and walk-in. Most seats have
tables and access to power.

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Alongside browsing and borrowing at Newton Park,
the Library offers a Click and Collect service for all
Bath Spa University students and staff. Books can
be ordered for collection at Newton Park Library,
Locksbrook, Sion Hill and Corsham Court.

You can request a scan of one chapter (or 5%) of a
book or one article per issue of a journal from the
University Library’s collections for private study
using our Scan and Send service. Scan and Send will
enable you to access material from library print
resources without the need to travel to campus.
