The University’s Research Excellence Framework (REF2014) submission to HEFCE in 
November 2013 included 96 members of staff across the University, 21 of which were Early 
Stage Researchers. Results were that 51% of our research is classed as 4* and 3* overall 
(internationally excellent research). By comparison, the University’s RAE2008 submission 
included 89 researchers but with only 19% of our research classed at 3*/4*.
